IMPORTANT:Attachment is prelubedat the factory and lubrication is not required for installation.If required,teflon spray or light grease is 
recommended.
CAUTION:When removing attachment from the truck, fully close the forks prior to disconnecting the supply hoses.

100-Hour Maintenance
Every time the lift truck is serviced or every 100 hours of truck operation, whichever comes first, complete the following maintenance on 
the attachment:
Check for loose or missing bolts, worn or damaged hoses and hydraulic leaks.
Inspect the cylinder rod anchors for damaged.Cylinder anchors operate with a loose clearance and required no lubrication.
Check for equal movement of the inner and outer forks.

500-Hour Maintenance
After each 500 hours of truck operation, in addition to the 100-hour maintenance, perform the following procedures:
Inspect the inner and outer fork bearing surfaces for wear or damage. Lubrication with teflon spray or light grease as required.
Apply chassis grease to the upper sideshift bearing grease fittings and lower bearing surfaces.
Check the clearance between the lower mounting hooks and truck carriage bar:
QD Hooks-4.8mm(3/16 in.) maximun.
Bolt-on Hooks-2.5mm(10 in.) minimum. 5mm(20 in.) maximum
If adjustment is necessary, refer to installation Step 4.Tighten lower hook capscrews to a double torque of 225 Nm(166 ft-lbs.).
Inspect the inner fork springs for damage.
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P ERIODIC MAITENANCE

1000-Hour Maintenance
After each 1000 hours of truck operation, in addition to the 100 and 500-hour 
maintenance, perform the following procedures:
Tighten fork capscrews to a double torqued of 270 Nm(200 ft.-lbs.)
Inspect the inner fork braker pads for wear. Brake pads worn to flush with the 
plastic carrier should be replaced.
CAUTION:Do not lubricate or paint the lower arm bar front surface that the 
inner fork brake pads contact. Apply a brake rust inhibitor(part no. 6088653) to 
the front surface.
Inspect forks for wear. Cascade Fork Safety Kit 301462 is available for this 
procedure.
